HISTORY: This is a 68-year-old gentleman here for clearance for cataract surgery. He also request refills of his medication, which he did not get since his last visit.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative except for decreased vision.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert, oriented, and in no acute distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 98% at room air.

Blood pressure 136/79.

Pulse 65.

Respirations 18.

Temperature 98.1.

HEENT: Normal.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress.

NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x3. Cranial nerves II through X are normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.

ASSESSMENT:
1. Medication refill.

2. Physical for cataract repair.

3. Hypertension.

PLAN: Lisinopril/HCTZ 20/25 mg, metoprolol 50 mg one p.o. daily, potassium 10 mEq ER one p.o. daily for 90 days, carvedilol 3.125 mg one p.o. b.i.d. for 90 days, furosemide 40 mg one p.o. daily for 90 days #90, levothyroxine 50 mcg one p.o. daily for 90 days, atorvastatin 50 mg one p.o. daily for 90 days #90, no refills, atorvastatin 40 mg one p.o. daily for 90 days #90. He was given the opportunity to ask questions and he states he has none.
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
