Initially, her daughter had brought her and we told her about the TMS, even got an approval. The patient then brought her son with her. We discussed the treatments since that involves having the patient come every day. She does not drive. The family decided to opt out of TMS and continue present medications. The patient wants a refill of her Klonopin today. We checked Texas PMP. I had a talk with the patient on telehealth visit and the patient states she is not suicidal, she will never do. She states after having a lengthy discussion with the family since everybody works nobody can take her for daily TMS treatments. She does not want to change any medications at this time except a refill of her Klonopin, which was sent to Walmart in Caldwell. The patient states she is reconciling with lot of stuff and gives me a promise she will never do anything to hurt herself. This is usually the situation with patients who are not able to drive and who are elderly and are depressed and dependent on family for transportation. The patient understands plan of treatment. After checking PMP, prescription will be sent to Walmart in Caldwell.
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
