1. SK, 67-year-old woman seen with right eye pain after symptoms of conjunctivitis and no bowel movement for seven days. The patient’s KUB showed constipation. She was treated for both conjunctivitis and KUB. Left a message for the patient to call me back.
2. CK, is a 79-year-old gentleman seen with a sore on his left foot. White count 12,000. X-rays showed osteomyelitis. The patient was transferred to higher level of care.
3. LB, is a 39-year-old male seen with chest pain. The patient was involved in an MVA on 05/07/23, suffered a right BKA and left AKA. Doing self-catheterization. Urinalysis shows leukocytes and possible STD. The patient was treated with Rocephin, azithromycin and then sent home with Cipro and Colace, but Dr. A did a full workup including cardiac workup, CT of the chest, D-dimer to look for pulmonary embolus and DVT, none was found. The patient’s phone number says 000.

4. AX, 16-year-old woman who passed out at the flea market. Labs, urinalysis, UPT, and UDS all negative. Diagnosed with UTI and mild anemia. Treated with Amoxil and iron. Given IV fluids with resolution of symptoms. The patient states that she liked the care she received.

5. OR, 32-year-old woman with shortness of breath, chest pain, and a ganglionic cyst. She was referred to ortho. The pain in the chest was diagnosed as chest wall pain. The patient was not happy when I called her because she states that Dr. A blew her off and did not do any testing even though her pain was severe and told her he felt like it was her heart. I told her if the pain continues, to come back to be rechecked. She states if the pain returns or continues, she will go to a different hospital.

6. RW, is a 45-year-old woman with right lower quadrant pain. Labs, chemistry, CBC, urinalysis, and CT all negative. Diagnosed with UTI. Treated with Rocephin and Norco and sent home with antibiotics. She was happy with the care received.

7. ZH, 10-year-old child with earache, treated for otitis media and otitis externa with Ciprodex and Amoxil and mother was very happy with Dr. A.
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8. JH, 37-year-old male with cellulitis of the right chest wall secondary to an insect bite. Dr. A did CBC, CMP, chest x-ray, and treated the patient with vancomycin in the ER and Toradol and clindamycin at home. He states he is doing much better. He will come back if he has any problems because he loved the hospital and the physician and the staff.

9. AN, is a 17-year-old young lady seen with self-harm because her boyfriend was cheating on her. Dr. A consulted psych folks and did a full lab including acetaminophen level, aspirin level, UDS all within normal limits. The patient was sent home after was cleared by psych.

10. YV, 41-year-old woman with low back pain, leg pain and stomachache. The patient had a full workup including CT, CBC, and CMP. Given Zofran, morphine and Toradol with good results and doing fine today. She liked the doctor. She was not sent home with any medications.

11. EL, 12-year-old with a rash secondary to soap, was treated with prednisone and Pepcid, sent home.

12.  DH, is a 10-year-old seen with chest wall pain consistent with GERD, treated with omeprazole. Grandmother states he is doing much better. They loved Dr. A.

13. JC, 29-year-old seen with abdominal pain. The patient is 10 weeks pregnant. White count 14,000. Chemistry and urinalysis negative. Ultrasound showed a viable fetus with no issues or problems. The patient is doing much better today and liked the attention she got at the hospital.

14. JG, 17-year-old with a cut on his left ring finger. This was closed without any issues or problems.

15. JB, 29-year-old with chest pain. Apparently, the patient has been in and out of the emergency room because of chest pain and palpitation and anxiety issues, has had cardiac cath and has seen a cardiologist. Dr. A did an EKG and chest x-ray, gave the patient Toradol, sent the patient home with BuSpar and he was very satisfied with the care received.
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
