Mrs. Mondragon is a 67-year-old female who is here today for initial consultation regarding her type II diabetes management. She was diagnosed with type II diabetes at the age of 12. She also has a history of hypertension, hyperlipidemia, depression, arthritis, migraine headaches, and asthma. For her diabetes, she is on Jardiance 10 mg once daily, Mounjaro 2.5 mg weekly. However, she has had severe reaction to this with severe nausea and vomiting, which has developed an intolerance to this and metformin 500 mg twice a day. She reports that she has been eating healthy. She denies any polyuria, polydipsia or polyphagia. Her latest hemoglobin A1c is 7.9%.
Plan:
1. For her type II diabetes, her current hemoglobin A1c is 7.9%. The patient states that she has intolerance to Mounjaro therapy due to GI intolerance with excessive nausea and vomiting. Therefore, we will hold the Mounjaro therapy and adjust the other medications and increase her metformin to 1000 mg twice a day and Jardiance increased to 25 mg once daily. Recheck hemoglobin A1c and fasting comprehensive metabolic panel prior to her return.

2. For her hypertension, continue current therapy.

3. For her hyperlipidemia, she is on atorvastatin 40 mg daily.

4. Followup with primary care provider, Dr. Beltre.
