History: The hospitalist’s notes reviewed and revealed the patient with:

1. History of colon cancer, on chemotherapy, awaiting surgical intervention.

2. History of diabetes mellitus.

3. Dyslipidemia.

4. Hypertension.

5. Pulmonary embolism status post IVC filter.

6. Atrial fibrillation status post atrial occlusive device.

She presented to ER with palpitations, history of atrial fibrillation with rapid ventricular response with history of mild dizziness. The patient came in to the hospital with palpitations. She received IV Cardizem as her heart rate was in more than 110. She had hypokalemia with potassium of 2.7 with a preserved renal function, troponins are negative, hemoglobin 13.2, hematocrit 41, platelets 184,000.
The patient at home is on:

1. Drops for glaucoma.

2. Flecainide 75 mg twice a day.

3. Metoprolol succinate 25 mg a day.

4. Nifedipine Procardia XL 15 mg a day.

5. Rosuvastatin 10 mg a day.

6. Tramadol 50 mg q.4h. p.r.n.
7. Pantoprazole sodium.

8. Tylenol.
The patient’s WBC count was 8.6. The lipase was normal. Her albumin was normal. BUN and creatinine were 13 and 0.86. Random sugar was 125. Total bilirubin was 0.3. Hypokalemia was supplemented with IV potassium. Flecainide and metoprolol were restarted. It was decided to give IV metoprolol p.r.n. for elevated blood pressure. The patient is going to have cardiology consultation and echocardiogram done. Chemotherapy currently is on hold as she is awaiting a surgical intervention. The patient’s magnesium was a little bit high. The patient’s potassium was replaced as heart rate improved. The patient to continue oral metoprolol.

The Patient’s Discharge Medicines: Included:

1. Amiodarone in a tapering dose of 400 mg twice a day for two weeks, followed by 400 mg daily for two weeks, then 200 mg daily 30-day prescription was given.
2. The patient was also discharged on flecainide 50 mg p.o. twice a day.

3. Her eye drops for glaucoma.

4. Rosuvastatin 10 mg a day.

5. Tramadol 50 mg q.4h. p.r.n.
6. Pantoprazole 40 mg p.o. twice a day.

7. Amlodipine 5 mg a day.

8. Tylenol.
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
