DAVIS, MARY
Ms. Davis is a 73-year-old woman who has been placed on hospice with endstage colon cancer. She also suffers from change in mental status, neutropenia, bradycardia, pleural effusion, chronic shortness of breath, systemic inflammatory response, anemia, leukopenia, pancytopenia, hypothyroidism, hepatic encephalopathy, significant weight loss of 15 pounds prior to being placed on hospice. The patient currently has a KPS score of 40%. The patient is total ADL dependent. With her encephalopathy, she is sleeping 22 hours a day.

She has very little time left in this world. She requires pain medication around the clock. She has issues with nighttime anxiety which is controlled with medication along with her pain medication. Given the patient’s advanced cancer, she is expected to do poorly. Hence is hospice appropriate with most likely less than six months to live. The patient’s hepatic encephalopathy is due to her multiple liver metastases. She has platelet count of 70000 with hematocrit of 28. The total protein beginning of June was 5.6 with albumin of 2.2. The patient also has ascites which is causing considerable amount of pain and discomfort. The patient’s last CEA was 51.6 consistent with runaway metastatic colon cancer. The patient will be kept comfortable and the family will be educated regarding hospice care at home till the patient passes on.
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
