1. LF, 52-year-old male seen by NP with cut on the leg 5 cm laceration was closed. Antibiotic and tetanus were addressed. Left message for the patient to call me back. 

2. RW, 8-year-old young lady stung by bee, diagnosed with insect bite. Thumb was infected. Seen by nurse practitioner. Treated with prednisone in the emergency room, at home and sulfa drug. The phone number that was left in the ER was a bad number.

3. EC, 19-year-old pregnant comes in with spotting four to six weeks. She has had one history of miscarriage. CBC, CMP, and urinalysis along with an ultrasound shows viable seven-week pregnancy and urinary tract infection. She was treated with antibiotics and discharge. The phone is not in service. 
4. ZM, 10-year-old female with rash all over her body. Diagnosed with insect bites. Treated with Benadryl and prednisone in the emergency room and prednisone at home. Left message for mother to call me.

5. JE, is an 89-year-old male with leg pain and knee pain. The patient lives by himself. He has multiple medical issues. He was seen in Kingwood less than a week ago and had ultrasound done there. So no ultrasounds were done in the emergency room. BUN was 23. Creatinine was 1.6. CBC was stable. The patient is on no medication that can cause pedal edema. This was most likely related to the patient’s renal insufficiency. The patient is going to see his PCP. He was happy with the care that he received. Repeat ultrasound was left with the question of the provider. Dr. O’Hearn did not feel like repeat ultrasound was necessary.

6. SP, is a 52-year-old female with sinus pressure and congestion. Diagnosed with otitis media and otitis externa. Treated with Rocephin in the ER. Azithromycin and Cortisporin are doing the job. Very happy with the care received.

7. KS, 47-year-old lady with foot injury at work. Negative fracture on x-ray. Positive contusion. Mailbox was full. Could not leave message.
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8. SS, 2-year-old with high fever. Swab test negative. Treated with Tylenol and Amoxil for pharyngitis. No answer when called.

9. JA, 2-year-old with left eye swelling after he was sprained in the eye with some kind of nail polish remover. Diagnosed with chemical conjunctivitis treated. Left message for mother to call me back.

10. DR, is a 54-year-old who passed out when he was working at home 54-year-old male. The patient had workup. White count 12000. CMP negative. Cardiac workup negative. Chest x-ray negative. EKG negative. Urinalysis negative. CT of the head and CT of the shoulder negative. The phone number that was left belongs to someone else. 
11. CL, is a 48-year-old young lady with possible broken toe when the dresser fell on her right foot. X-rays were negative. Mailbox was full. Diagnosed with contusions. 

12. RP, 69-year-old with possible kidney infection. Vital signs were stable. The patient only had urinalysis but Dr. O’Hearn did document that the patient refused lab. She was treated with Septra DS and sent home. Phone number, did not answer.

13. JA, 11-year-old with back pain, but left before triage. When I called to ask why, no one available. Left the message.

14. She is a 25-year-old woman with back pain. Vital signs stable. The patient’s urinalysis shows positive nitrates. UPT negative. X-rays negative. Pregnancy test negative. She was treated with Toradol 30 mg and Flexeril 10 mg in the emergency room. She was given Soma for muscle relaxer. The nitrates were documented. No antibiotic was given. The patient states that they told her that she needs to drink more water and since she had no signs of urinary tract infection, this was not treated. So this was discussed with the patient. She said “I had the best hospital experience ever.” She is going to pickup her medications today. 

15. KZ, 28-year-old complains of back pain after lifting heavy object. The patient seen by nurse practitioner. Urinalysis negative. UDS shows THC. Treated with Toradol and Flexeril. X-rays of the low back negative. Sent home with Mobic and Flexeril and left message. Seen by nurse practitioner.
16. BG, is a 34-year-old male with chest pain, lightheadedness, and dizziness. Vitals stable. Slightly tachycardic. The patient was diagnosed with volume depletion. Creatinine was 1.4. Urinalysis negative. UDS showed THC. CMP negative. D-dimer negative. BNP negative. Chest x-ray negative. EKG negative. Cardiac workup negative. The patient refused admission. He was seen by _______. The patient was very happy with everyone involved in his care doing fine today.
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17. JP, is a 33-year-old woman with vomiting, nausea, chills, right ear pain, dizziness, and headache. Blood pressure initially elevated 150/105, comes down to 128/70. Diagnosed with right otitis media and labyrinthitis. Swab test negative. Treated with meclizine and Zofran. Sent home with Amoxil, meclizine, and Zofran. The patient is seen by NP, left message for the patient to call me back.
18. AW, 35-year-old with chest pain and shortness of breath. Blood-pressure 196/108, came down to 120/90. The patient was seen in Kingwood Emergency Room on 06/13/23. Nevertheless, Dr. O’Hearn repeated cardiac workup. Everything within normal limits. White count was 13,000. No medications were given. Most likely because the patient already had medication from Kingwood Hospital. When I called, no one answered.
19. JD, is a 30-year-old male seen for congestion. The patient felt like something stuck in his nose. Swab tests were negative. The exam showed nothing stuck in the nose. Dr. O’Hearn thought the patient might have polyps. The patient was referred to PCP ENT. When I called, mailbox was full. The patient would be benefited from nasal steroid over-the-counter or prescription to reduce the swelling before the patient goes to see the ENT.
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
