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NEUROLOGICAL REPORT
CLINICAL INDICATION:
History of isolated seizure.

History of precipitating symptoms of vertigo now improving in therapy.

SIGNIFICANT PAST MEDICAL HISTORY:

COVID disease with suspected long COVID syndrome.

CURRENT SEIZURE COMPLAINTS:

None.

Dear Professional Colleagues:

Thank you for referring Cynthia Haapanen for neurological evaluation.

As you know, Cynthia developed an episode of incapacitating vertigo and was transported to the emergency department at Enloe Hospital receiving Zofran medication during the transfer process.

At the hospital, her medical records indicate she received an additional Zofran infusion and following or at the end of this developed a generalized convulsion for which she was admitted for evaluation observation.

Brain imaging reportedly performed at the hospital was normal.

I do not have the report and that will be obtained for review.

A diagnostic electroencephalogram was completed and interpreted by Dr. Joel Rothfeld PhD M.D. neurologist and was found to be within normal limits.
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Her diagnostic laboratory testing was all normal.

She was confused for a period of time after suffering her seizure thought to be postictal and then this resolved.

Following return to home she was initiated in physical therapy when she was found to have symptoms of positional vertigo.

She has been in therapy since that time and continues to improve on a regular basis.

Her neurological examination today is within normal limits.

The Zofran medication that she was taking has been discontinued.

Further questioning reveals that she does have symptoms of dyssomnia with nocturnal snoring and arousals.

Her nutritional assessment reveals that she takes vitamin D and calcium magnesium supplement but no general therapeutic or other vitamins.

In consideration of her history and presentation noting that she may have been at risk for having breakthrough seizures and having experience long COVID symptoms. I am going to add a nutritional multiple vitamin for women over the age of 50 to her regimen.

We will schedule her for sleep evaluation to exclude contributory sleep apnea that would have possibly systematically contributed to her tendency towards lightheadedness and vertigo.

I am scheduling her for reevaluation in six weeks.

I will send a followup report when she returns.
