CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of rash on the right leg.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he developed rash for three to four weeks and it is progressively getting worse. The patient had a similar episode last year and he took triamcinolone topical ointment with good relief. The patient was not exposed to any illnesses or allergies. No history of infection.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, fever, chills, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, or fatigue.
OBJECTIVE:
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.
Right leg examination reveals 3-4 cm area of rash with scratch marks. There is no cellulitis or any discharge or bleeding.
The patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.
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
