CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of discoloration of the toenail and followup for hypertension.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that she has noticed black discoloration of big toenail especially on the medial side and the patient also has slight subluxation, but there is no pain upon walking. The patient has noticed this discoloration for several years and it is not getting worse.
The patient also came today as a followup for hypertension and her blood pressure at home was usually systolic blood pressure between 150 and 160 despite medications and the patient does not have any chest pain.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied dizziness, headache, shortness of breath, chest pain, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, or tremors.
OBJECTIVE:
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness or edema and both big toes are subluxed laterally, but there is no tenderness and there is black coloration of the toenail and it is a linear line. There is no tenderness or thickening of the nails.
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
