CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today for preop physical exam for cataract surgery.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he was having blurry vision in the right eye and was seen by ophthalmologist and scheduled for cataract surgery and the patient came today for preop physical. He does not have any other complaints.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for diabetes and he is on glimepiride 1 mg once a day and hold if blood sugar is less than 80 mg/dL. The patient also has a history of gastritis and he is on omeprazole 20 mg on empty stomach as needed.
ALLERGIES: None.

SURGICAL HISTORY: Left eye cataract surgery.
FAMILY HISTORY: Not contributory.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient lives with his wife and he has four adult children. The patient currently works as a medical supplier. The patient never smoked cigarettes or drank alcohol. No history of illicit drug use.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, double vision, ear pain, sore throat, cough, fever, chills, exposure to any infections or allergies, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color, urinary or bowel incontinence, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities, severe rashes, severe back pain, or fatigue.

OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination has poor eye vision on the right side.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness. Bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.
