CC: Assume care.

HPI: An 80-year-old with moderately advanced unspecified dementia who is currently followed by Danielle White, APRN. The patient’s sister/POA Margie Cole requests that I assume care of the patient. She has several concerns that she had written down and given the sheet to the unit nurse. She sees her sister’s dementia and physical changes as progressing and she is concerned. She notes that she is starting to have drooling and increased shaking of her upper arms. When I briefly looked at the patient, she does have a fine tremor and there was no drooling that was noted. I told that I would review her records next week; there was not time today to do it, but I would make some changes given some dysphagia during meals.

DIAGNOSES: Alzheimer’s disease, history of TIAs, HTN, and asthma.

DIET: Currently, regular.

MEDICATIONS: We will review medications next week.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Dysphagia. I am changing diet to mechanical soft with minced moist meat or protein.

2. Drooling. Atropine solution 1% two drops b.i.d. p.r.n. and we will further evaluate the patient next week.
