CC: FSBS review.
HPI: A 75-year-old with DM-I reported to have elevated FSBS in the evenings. The patient receives Basaglar insulin 21 units q.a.m. and 8 units h.s. with NovoLog sliding scale q. a.c. The patient eats freely so diet is not restricted and fingersticks are a bit higher than her previous baseline at each meal check. The question is it prior to having received her insulin. Last A1c was 03/20 and it was 7.6 on current insulin doses. She is due for her quarterly A1c so that will be ordered.
DIAGNOSES: Insulin-dependent diabetes, HTN, HLD, depression, hypothyroid and vascular dementia with BPSD in remission.

ALLERGIES: SULFA, CODEINE and GENTAMICIN.

MEDICATIONS: Going forward will be Basaglar insulin q. a.m. 24 units and q.h.s. 12 units with continued Humalog sliding scale no change, Vagisil cream apply a.m. and h.s. p.r.n., Tylenol 650 mg ER t.i.d., Lotensin 40 mg q.d., TUMS 750 mg b.i.d., Lexapro 5 mg q.d., icy-hot top of hands b.i.d. and left hip b.i.d., levothyroxine 75 mcg q.d., melatonin 6 mg h.s., metformin 250 mg with dinner and 500 mg breakfast, Renovite MVI, and D3 2000 IU q.d.
CODE STATUS: DNR.

DIET: DM-II.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient is alert, seated comfortably in the dining room, cooperative to being seen.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 145/87, pulse 84, temperature 97.5, respirations 16, and weight 130.2 pounds.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: She is ambulatory, using a walker, has no lower extremity edema. Moves arms in a normal range of motion.

SKIN: Warm, dry, and intact with good turgor.

NEURO: Makes eye contact. Speech is clear. Orientation x2. She can give some information.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN: DM-II, quarterly A1c ordered and adjusted a.m. insulin to 24 units and h.s. to 12 units. Continue with sliding scale.
