CC: Lab review.
HPI: A 92-year-old new to facility. Baseline labs are drawn. She was seen in the dining room, just sitting quietly among other residents. So I spoke with her and reviewed her labs. The patient is quiet. She was attentive and I explained to her the things that we were going to give attention to she did not seem concerned.

DIAGNOSES: Alzheimer’s disease, CVA, hypothyroid, HTN, and OAB.

ALLERGIES: CODEINE, GABAPENTIN and PRAVASTATIN.
DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is alert, well groomed and attentive.
MUSCULOSKELETAL: She is in a wheelchair that she can propel has trace distal pretibial edema. Moves arms fairly normal.
NEURO: Orientation x1-2. She is generally quiet, can voice her needs.

SKIN: Warm, dry, and intact.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. CBC review. H&H and platelet count WNL with normal indices.
2. Hypoproteinemia. T protein/ALB are 2.6 and 3.0. Order protein drink one p.o. q.d. and can increase it as the patient will consume it.
3. Hypocalcemia. Calcium is 8.1 and Tums 750 mg one p.o. b.i.d.
4. Screening A1c is 6.5 for her age in normal range and would not treat when the patient was admitted, she wish to have random FSBS at family’s request but that was discontinued.
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
