HPI: An 84-year-old with Alzheimer’s disease who is HOH and has macular degeneration, seen in room. He had an earache earlier this week that has gotten better, this is the third time since it had been taken care of him that he has had an earache. I talked to him about having something available p.r.n. and explained that there is a naturopathic ear drop that can be given when ear pain occurs and it is not an antibiotic. He tends to like medications in that line and so he would like to have what I am describing ordered for p.r.n. use.

DIAGNOSES: History of earaches, macular degeneration, hard of hearing, depression, BPH, chronic back pain, and Alzheimer’s disease.
MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 05/18 note.
ALLERGIES: NKDA.

DIET: Regular.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is alert, pleasant, understands given information.
