CC: Increased heart rate.
HPI: An 82-year-old with a history of atrial fibrillation. Nurse is stated that he had an elevated heart rate listed at 90. The patient is alert and able to give some information and I asked him if he was having any chest pain or palpitations. He stated no that he had been resting and watching TV all day and having some snacks. He stated he felt good and did not understand what the fuss was about from the nurse. He was agreeable to let me listen to his heart.
DIAGNOSES: Afib, chronic Hep C with cirrhosis of the liver, portal hypertension, DM II, HTN, vascular cognitive impairment and generalized weakness improved.
MEDICATIONS: Allopurinol 100 mg q.d., docusate b.i.d., Ferrex 150 mg b.i.d., folic acid 1 mg q.d., Lasix 40 mg, MWF 80 mg one time daily, Lactulose 15 mL q.d., Mag-Ox b.i.d., metolazone 2.5 mg q.d., metoprolol 50 mg b.i.d., midodrine 10 mg t.i.d., Singulair q.d., MVI q.d., Protonix 40 mg q.d., KCl 20 mEq q.a.c., propranolol 10 mg b.i.d., sodium bicarb 650 mg b.i.d., Flomax q.d., and Lantus 15 units q.d.
ALLERGIES: DEMEROL and MORPHINE.
DIET: BRAT diet.
CODE STATUS: Full code.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient is resting. He looks comfortable watching television and did not understand all the fuss.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 145/93, pulse 90, temperature 97.1, respirations 20, and weight 138.9 pounds.

RESPIRATORY: Normal effort and rate. Lung fields are clear. No cough. Symmetric excursion.

CARDIAC: Irregular rhythm with a soft systolic SEM. Heart sounds were distant. No rub or gallop appreciated.
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ABDOMEN: Slightly protuberant, but smaller than had previously been. No tenderness. Bowel sounds are present.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: He has trace pretibial edema. Intact radial pulses. He is independently ambulatory moves limbs in a normal range of motion.
NEURO: He is alert and oriented x 2 to 3. Speech clear. Can give information.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Report elevated heart rate. His heart rate is WNL and it was rechecked again and was 78.
2. DM II. He is due for A1c so ordered.
