The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  It was in 1984.  The patient was in Camp Pendleton in California.  The patient tells me that he was involved in a field exercise.  It was a training exercise.  The patient was starting a jeep.  He suddenly rolled over.  The patient tells me that he hit his head.  He had immediate loss of consciousness.  The patient tells me that he woke up in the hospital.  When he woke up in the hospital, the patient had severe headache, disorientation, confusion, and dizziness.  The patient had severe headaches for many days.

The patient tells me that currently he has significant memory deficits.  He forgets things very easily.  The patient has a lot of headaches.  The patient tells me that he has anxiety and anxiety attacks a lot.  The patient feels depressed.  The patient also has significant headaches.  The patient described them as migraine headaches.  The patient also has dizziness and loss of balance.  The patient tells me that he does not want to be alone. 

The patient is currently working for Analog Devices.  His work is to test devices.  The patient tells me that his headache is preventing from concentrating at work.  He also has significant panic attack symptoms.  That is also affecting him significantly at work.  The patient is not able to perform well at work.

MoCA examination is 29/30.  The patient missed 1 on delayed recall.

It is my opinion that the patient has sustained traumatic brain injury.  In 1984, the patient had a severe motor vehicle accident while he was driving as a training exercise in Camp Pendleton, California.  The patient had a rollover accident and hit the head.  The patient had complete loss of consciousness.  The patient hit the head.  The patient does not remember how long he was out of consciousness.  The patient woke up in the hospital.  Since then he has significant headaches, panic attack symptoms, cognitive deficits, memory loss, dizziness, and loss of balance symptoms.  The headaches, memory deficits, dizziness and loss of balance symptoms are very common signs and symptoms for traumatic brain injury.
