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HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient tells me that he was in a traumatic brain injury, on 11/24/2004.  The patient tells me that he was in a Humvee.  The patient was a front passenger on the right side.  It was in Iraq.  His Humvee was hit by an IED.  The IED was on the right side of the truck.  The patient tells me that with the explosion, the shrapnel went through the windows, into him.  The patient tells me that his entire right side was affected.  He has got laceration in the right shoulder, right face and right ear.  The patient tells me that he had immediate confusion and disorientation.  The patient had severe headache.  The patient tells me that he did not lose consciousness.  However, the patient was very confused and dazed out.  The patient tells me that he had these symptoms for a few hours after that.  The patient had many injuries on the right side of his body from the shrapnel.
The patient currently has significant headaches, memory loss, loss of hearing, ringing in the ears, and frequent stuttering.  The patient tells me that his memory is poor.  The patient has forgetfulness.  The patient has confusion and short-term memory deficits.  The patient has high anxiety.  The patient tells me that he is not able to work because of these symptoms.

The patient tells me that he is not able to work now because of disability.

It is my opinion that the patient has sustained traumatic brain injury.  The patient had IED explosion, in his Humvee in Iraq.  It was in 2004.  The shrapnel, went through the glass, on to his right side of the body including the right face, right ear, and right shoulder. The patient had immediate confusion, disorientation, and feeling dazed.  The patient has severe headache. Although he did not lose consciousness, however, the blast explosion has resulted in significant headaches on a daily basis now.  The patient also has short-term memory deficits.  The patient also has ringing in the ears, loss of hearing, and short-term memory deficits.  It is my opinion that the patient has sustained traumatic brain injury.  The headaches, memory deficits, ringing in the ears, loss of hearing, and short-term memory deficits, these are common signs and symptoms for traumatic brain injury.

MoCA examination today is 26/30.  The patient missed 4 on delay recall.
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
