Multiple sclerosis.
HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient is a 53-year-old female, chief complaint of multiple sclerosis.  The patient tells me that she was previously diagnosed with multiple sclerosis in 2010, by Dr. North in Kaiser Permanente.  Initially, the patient had numbness in the right arm and it spread.  Since then, the patient had MRI done.  The patient tells me that she has MRI scan of the cervical spine showing multiple sclerosis lesions at C3-C5.  The patient had lumbar puncture done.  The patient tells me they were conclusive for multiple sclerosis.  The patient was started on oxybutynin, gabapentin and Adderall.  The patient also has Rituxan injection every six months.  The patient tells me that when she was having the Rituxan every six months, it was effective for her symptoms.  However, the patient was off of the medication for the last two years because she had no insurance coverage.  The patient will likely go back on Rituxan.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY

Multiple sclerosis diagnosed in 2010.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY

Eye fracture repair surgery.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS

No known drug allergies.

SOCIAL HISTORY

The patient has two children.  The patient works for security.  The patient does not smoke.  The patient quit smoking this year.  The patient drinks alcohol on a daily basis.  The patient does not use illicit drugs.

FAMILY HISTORY

There is no family history of similar medical condition.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS

The patient has muscle pain, cramps, joint pain, tingling and numbness.
IMPRESSION
Multiple sclerosis diagnosed in 2010, at Kaiser Permanente by Dr. North.  The patient tells me that she has multiple sclerosis in the cervical spine C3-C5 with multiple sclerosis lesions on the MRI.  The patient also had the lumbar puncture done at that time.  This workup was all done in Kaiser Permanente.  The patient also was started on Rituxan injection.  She was having Rituxan injection every six months.  It was helping with her symptoms at that time.  However, the patient has been off of the medicine for the last two years because she did not have insurance coverage.  The patient would like to go back to Rituxan injection.
RECOMMENDATIONS

1. I will recommend the patient to go to the UCSF MS Clinic, for the latest MS medications.
2. I will make a referral to UCSF Neurology, for further evaluation for her multiple sclerosis.
