The patient also had a CT scan and an MRI when he was 6 years old, shows that he has hematoma.  The patient also was diagnosed of autism.  The father would like to follow up on the hematoma.

According to the father, the patient has hematoma when he was in very early age.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY
1. Hearing loss.

2. Hematoma when he was a 6-month-old.
3. Autism diagnosed when 2 years old.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS

Lexapro 10 mg a day.

IMPRESSION
1. History of autism.

2. History of congenital hematoma since birth.

RECOMMENDATIONS
1. We will order a head CT scan, to evaluate the congenital hematoma.
2. The patient’s father also asked me for some sedatives for the CT scan.  I will give him one dose of Ativan, so that he can get the CT scan.

3. I will follow up with the patient on 07/17/2023.
