The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  He was in March 2012.  The patient was in Squaw Valley California Snowboarding.  When he was Snowboarding, he went airborne for about 20-feet.  When he landed, he landed backwards.  He basically snapped his body, and with the back of his head on to the ground.  The patient tells me that they hit the back of the head very hard on to the ground.  The patient immediately had loss of consciousness.  The patient tells me that he was out of consciousness for about two minutes.  The patient tells me that he was wearing a helmet, however, he went out of consciousness.  When he woke up, the patient was confused and disoriented.  The patient tells me that for the rest of the day, the patient had severe headache and nausea.  The patient also ringing in the ears.
Since the incidents, the patient has significant headache routinely.  The patient also ringing in the ears.
The patient is currently just retired from the Coast Guard recently.  He does not have a job right now.  The patient tells me that his symptoms are not affecting his job.
