CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of left lower rib pain.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient had a similar pain what he had last visit and he had extensive workup done including CT scan of the chest and also seen by oncologist as well as pulmonologist. The patient now described lower rib pain level as 3 or 4 and it is worse upon lying on that side. The patient has not noticed any skin changes or rashes.
The patient had a CT scan of the chest and the results are reviewed and discussed with the patient in detail.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, double vision, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, weight loss, change in the bowel habits or stool color, urinary incontinence, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, skin rashes, or fatigue.
OBJECTIVE:
NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement.

CHEST: Chest wall examination reveals tenderness of the left lower rib in the mid-axillary line. There are no skin changes or rashes. There are no palpable lymph nodes.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

EXTREMITIES: Unremarkable without any edema.
NEUROLOGIC: Examination is intact and the patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.
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
