SUBJECTIVE: The patient is having no shortness of breath. No cough. No congestion. She has knee pain but get relief with medication with low dose oxycodone that is helping her. Today, no headache. No dizziness. No cough. No congestion. No nausea. No vomiting.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Severe DJD and osteoarthritis. She also has previous history of syncope in the past, hyperlipidemia, history of left knee replacement, osteopenia, history of cataract surgery, left total knee replacement in 2022, and history of hysterectomy.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:

HEENT: Today, no headache. No dizziness. No cough. No congestion. No fever. No chills. No nausea or vomiting.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: The patient is awake, alert, oriented x3, and cooperative.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 145/77, pulse 68, temperature 98.7, respiration 18, and pulse ox 95%.

HEENT: Head – atraumatic and normocephalic. Eyes anicteric.

Neck: Supple. No JVD.

Chest: Nontender.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: S1 and S2 regular.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds are positive.

Extremities: No edema. Right knee dressing is in place and there is minimal swelling but there is no tenderness. Right thigh, she also has medial side ecchymosis but no evidence of cellulitis in the leg and both calf there is no tenderness.

Neuro: She is awake, alert, and oriented x3.

LABS: Reviewed by me sodium 139, potassium 4.2, hemoglobin 10.5, hematocrit 32.7, and WBC count 7.4.

ASSESSMENT:

1. The patient is admitted with status post right total knee replacement.

2. DJD.

3. Osteoarthritis.

4. History of hyperlipidemia.

5. Ambulatory dysfunction due to recent surgery.
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PLAN: We will continue all her current medications. Continue physical therapy and monitor her closely.
