CHIEF COMPLAINT: This patient is a 37-year-old male with bilateral hip pain.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is noted as a 37-year-old male with history of bilateral hip pain and abnormal gait who has been followed by Dr. Richard Lavinia. The patient seriously was followed at Kaiser Hospital. He was told that he has inflammation of the foot and possibly an autoimmune disease. The patient currently reports pain, which is sharp and is rated 4-5/10. The pain is nonradiating.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY:
1. Diabetes.

2. Hypertension.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Benign total lesion.

MEDICATIONS:

1. Ibuprofen 600 mg t.i.d.

2. Aspirin one p.r.n.

3. Atorvastatin unknown dose.

4. Metformin unknown dose.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

FAMILY HISTORY: Grandparents with diabetes. Mother with breast cancer.

SOCIAL HISTORY: There is no history of cigarette smoking, drug use, or alcohol use.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:
Constitutional: The patient reports generalized fatigue weakness and further reports chills. The patient further reports night sweats.

HEENT: Eyes: He has inferior vision and reports itching, burning, and use of eye glasses. Throat: He reports sore throat.

Gastrointestinal: He has dark urine.

Genitourinary: He has frequency and urgency.

Musculoskeletal: He has joint pain and swelling.

Neurological: Occasional headache.

Psychiatric: He has insomnia.

Review of systems otherwise is unremarkable.
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PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: The patient is alert, oriented, and in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 150/99, pulse 115, respiratory rate 12, height 61 inches, and weight 245.8 pounds.

Skin: Reveals patches involving the shoulder.

Exam is otherwise unremarkable.

DATA REVIEW: The patient has EKG to be scheduled.

IMPRESSION:

1. This is a 37-year-old male with history of diabetes.

2. Hypertension.

3. Abnormal gait.

4. Bilateral hip pain. The patient is noted to have uncontrolled blood pressure.

PLAN: CBC, chemp-20, hemoglobin A1c, lipid panel, TSH, urinalysis, rheumatoid factor, ANA, ESR, and CRP. Given elevated blood pressure, I will start amlodipine 5 mg one p.o. daily #90. Refer to Dr. Brian Cain for further evaluation.
