HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 1-year-old little girl. Mother brings her in today due to having a possible ear infection. She has been pulling on her ears. She does have an appointment with the primary care physician, but it is not until 07/17/23.
The patient has had these symptoms of pulling on the ears and some irritability for the last four days. The patient also did have a fever up to 102 yesterday.
She is eating well, drinking lots of fluids and symptoms wax and wane.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Bilateral ear tubes.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: None.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with mother and father. No association of secondhand smoke. She also has a sibling.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake. She is alert. She interacts well with me through the exam. She is very busy looking at her mother’s phone. She does allow me to examine her.

VITAL SIGNS: Pulse 97. Respirations 16. Temperature 98.0. Oxygenation 97%.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and react to light. Ears: There is some erythema bilaterally to each tympanic membrane. Canals are grossly clear. Oropharyngeal area: Mildly erythematous. Nothing worries him.

NECK: Soft. No lymphadenopathy.

LUNGS: Completely clear.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. Mildly tachycardic with the first heart rate we got was 125 then dropped to 97 and then back up again probably due to a bit of anxiety in the room with me.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Otitis media. The patient will be given Ciprodex Otic three to four drops twice a day in each ear #1 bottle. The patient will follow up with primary care physician and if she continues to get ear infections, she will follow up with ear, nose and throat doctor. Plan of care reviewed with mother. I have answered all her questions today.
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
