I received a call from, I believe Dr. Rohan from CHI St. Joseph Hospital in College Station. The patient is admitted there in ICU. Dr. Rohan is the hospitalist. I explained to him up on his inquiry about my knowledge of the patient’s history specifically related to bipolar disorder, depression, and also most recent treatment change from Clozaril to Abilify to Seroquel. According to Dr. Rohan, the patient is undergoing medical workup for electrolyte imbalance, investigation of seizure. She is receiving MRI of the brain, received EEG, has been receiving neurological consultation, and they are working towards medical stabilization of the patient. He also advised me that the patient has been examined by neurologist, but he was not sure whether it was virtual or otherwise and the neurologist removed the Seroquel which had been suggested for the patient. According to Dr. Rohan, the patient appears anxious and depressed and ask questions. Sometimes, the answer has to be given couple of times or something like that according to Dr. Rohan. His concern was about clozapine. His concerned was about what to do about the patient after medical stabilization, etc. So, I discussed with him that psychiatric hospitalization can be considered if the patient still needs psychiatric services after the medical stabilization,
Subsequent to discussion with Dr. Rohan, I also contacted Dr. Venkatesh and spoke to him about possibility of the patient coming in. Dr. Venkatesh stated that once the patient is medically stable, he can accept her for psychiatric stabilization with or without clozapine. I would note here that the patient had told me that she did not want clozapine. I have conveyed Dr. Venkatesh’s willingness to accept the patient to Cypress Creek Hospital to Dr. Rohan.
It will depend on the patient’s stabilization medically and then once the hospital connects with Dr. Venkatesh further move can take place.
Dr. Rohan told me that the patient is not medically stable yet. They are also building up her Depakote level.
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
