CRAWFORD, ALICE
Alice is an 88-year-old woman on hospice because of lymphocytic leukemia of beta cell type. The patient has not achieved remission despite multiple treatment efforts in the past. She also suffers from renal failure stage IV. She is not eating. She is losing weight; 7 pounds in the past four weeks. The patient lives with her daughter Cindy Wade who is her primary caregiver. The patient has had chemotherapy in the past, but is no longer a candidate for treatment. Currently, the patient has increased confusion, memory loss, not eating, sleeping about 18-20 hours a day. She has a KPS score of 40%, bowel and bladder incontinent, total ADL dependent now. The patient needs both nursing care and nursing assistance to live in dignity at home, requires turning every two hours and is eating very little as I mentioned and is very much appropriate for hospice, most likely will die in the next few weeks to months.
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
