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1. MT, 52-year-old woman with shoulder pain, chest pain after drinking carbonated drink. The patient had a cardiac workup done which was negative. Treated with GI cocktail, Protonix. The patient had increased LFTs suspicious for cholelithiasis with increased alkaline phosphatase. The physician explained the situation to the patient, went over her blood work, documented it and asked the patient to see the PCP for testing. When I called the patient, they did not answer. Addendum: Family did call and they have an appointment with the PCP to rule out gallbladder disease and they were very happy with the care received.
2. RB, is a 41-year-old male with back pain, rib pain, shoulder pain, construction worker. Dr. Maroney ordered CPK, myoglobin, CBC, CMP, IV fluids and Toradol. CPK was 700, called the hospitalist for admission for early rhabdo, but the patient refused, decided to go home. He states that he is feeling fine and was very happy with the care received.
3. SR, is a 42-year-old woman with a lacerated hand secondary to a knife. The area was sewn up. All the issues concerned were addressed. The patient was very happy with the care.

4. MJ, is a 35-year-old woman with dehydration symptoms, dry mouth, blood sugar 201, white count 601. UA shows urinary tract infection. Treated with Rocephin, fluconazole, and Macrobid. She is doing fantastic, very happy with the care.

5. MD, 54-year-old woman with pain on the right leg. She just had her left leg amputated. Now, it looks like she has had gangrenous toes. Amputation was about a month ago on the other side. Dr. Maroney addressed the issue by ordering x-rays, blood work, CRP, blood culture and had the patient transferred out. Family did not answer the phone.
