HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: A 71-year-old gentleman, lives with his daughter, status post CVA, worsening weakness right side and symptoms of recent chest pain which required hospitalization with decreased vision.

The patient is 71 years old, lives with his daughter. He recently was seen in the emergency room because of symptoms of a TIA and chest pain.

He has lost from 225 pounds to 180 pounds due to the decreased appetite, having a hard time walking because of right-sided weakness and difficulty with his eyesight status post stroke.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Eye surgery and hip surgery.
MEDICATIONS: Losartan 50 mg once a day, hydrocodone 10/325 mg p.r.n. for pain, lisinopril 20 mg a day, and cholesterol medication.
ALLERGIES: None.
COVID IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.
FAMILY HISTORY: Mother died of a blood clot. Father died of myocardial infarction after hernia operation.
SOCIAL HISTORY: He does not smoke. He does not drink. He used to work with horses.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Weakness right side, difficulty mentation, no longer able to drive, high risk of fall of course, has a caretaker as well as the daughter and the kids that he lives with. Confusion has become much worse recently, recently seen in the emergency room for the chest pain and TIA. Increased confusion, decreased mentation and decreased memory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Stable. Blood pressure 130/88. Pulse 92. Respirations 18.

HEENT: Oral mucosa without any lesion. 
LUNGS: Few rhonchi.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. 
SKIN: No rash.

NEURO: Right-sided weakness noted.
