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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of a 77-year-old white male that has a lengthy history of diabetes mellitus. The patient is followed in the office because of CKD that is stage II. He has maintained 61 mL/min and he does not have any evidence of proteinuria.

2. The diabetes mellitus is out of control and he admits a lot of dietary indiscretions. We went through the diet once again in order to motivate him to follow it before he gets several complications related to it.

3. The patient has a history of renal calculus that has been completely inactive.

4. The patient has atrial fibrillation and is treated with administration of Xarelto. I am requesting the patient to get an appointment with the cardiologist because it has been more than a year since he went for a checkup.

5. Hyperlipidemia that is under control.

6. Peripheral neuropathy.

7. The patient has erectile dysfunction and we are going to prescribe Viagra 50 mg to be used on a p.r.n. basis.

8. Revaluation in four months with laboratory workup.

I invested 7 minutes in reviewing the laboratory workup, 15 minutes in the face-to-face and 7 minutes in the documentation.
