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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of an 83-year-old white female that is a patient with CKD stage IIIA. The patient comes today with a serum creatinine of 1, a BUN of 16 and normal serum electrolytes with an estimated GFR of 56 mL/min. The patient does not have any activity in the urinary sediment and does not have any evidence of proteinuria. The abdominal CT scan that was done on 05/25/2023, shows that the patient has a right-sided nephrolithiasis that is nonobstructive.

2. The patient has arterial hypertension. The blood pressure reading today is 131/62. The body weight is 128 pounds.

3. Hyperlipidemia that is under control.

4. History of nephrolithiasis that is remote and has not been active.

5. Gastroesophageal reflux disease and at the present time is asymptomatic.

6. The patient has a history of parathyroidectomy. The serum calcium is within normal range. We are going to reevaluate the case in six months with laboratory workup.
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
