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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. The patient received a kidney transplant on 08/12/2019, and the patient had BK virus that was very aggressive, he had a fistula also in the kidney and eventually he has been losing the kidney function completely. Today, he comes for a followup. He has creatinine of 6 and BUN of 30. Sodium, potassium, chloride and CO2 are within normal range. The patient is also with anemia and evidence of proteinuria. He has to be prepared for renal replacement therapy and we have to talk to the coordinator at Tampa General to see whether or not he is eligible for a kidney transplant.

2. Arterial hypertension. The patient is taking three medications. The blood pressure is 130/90.

3. The patient has immunosuppressant therapy with everolimus, mycophenolate and prednisone.

4. The patient is underweight with a BMI that is below 20.

5. Depression.

6. Iron-deficiency anemia. We are going to refer the patient for a permanent vascular access. We are going to give a followup in a couple of months with laboratory workup. We are going to stay in contact with the patient in order to direct him for the vascular access and eligibility for dialysis and for kidney transplant as well.

We invested 15 minutes reviewing the referral, 20 minutes with the patient and 7 minutes in the documentation.
