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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of a 92-year-old white female that is followed in this office because of the presence of CKD stage IIIB. The patient had a laboratory workup that was done on 06/19/23. The serum creatinine was reported at 1.4 and the estimated GFR 35 mL/min. The protein-to-creatinine ratio is 575 mg/g of creatinine. She has been fluctuating on and off in this number.

2. The patient has anemia; the hemoglobin is 10.8, iron deficiency and the administration of Eliquis had probably been responsible for this.

3. The patient was underweight and has gained 5 pounds of body weight.

4. The patient has severe case of mitral regurgitation that is non-amenable to surgery. The management is going to be low-sodium diet and a fluid restriction of 40 ounces in 24 hours.

5. Arterial fibrillation that has been treated with the administration of Eliquis.

6. Chronic obstructive pulmonary disease that is followed by Dr. Bhatt.

7. Memory impairment that is most likely associated to the aging process.

8. We are going to reevaluate the case in four months with laboratory workup.

We invested 7 minutes reviewing the laboratory workup, 15 minutes in the face-to-face and 7 minutes in the documentation.
