CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today as a followup for Parkinson’s disease and thyroid nodule.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient came today with his wife as he does not drive because of Parkinson’s disease and the patient needs total care at home; however, the patient is ambulatory, but sometimes he loses his balance and the patient cannot be driven to physical therapy facility hence home health care is most appropriate.
The patient also came today as a followup for thyroid nodule and there is no swallowing pain. The patient is going to be seen by endocrinologist.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, or loss of consciousness.
OBJECTIVE:
NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
EXTREMITIES: Tremors especially in the upper extremities and the patient’s gait is slow and he uses walker. Also, the patient’s ability to walk at home is decreasing and needs for activities of daily living are increasing.
I had a long discussion with wife and she is expecting home physical therapy.
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
