CHAPA, ANGELITA
Mrs. Chapa is an 89-year-old woman, currently on hospice, with history of atherosclerotic heart disease of native coronary artery with history of chest pain, shortness of growth, osteoarthritis, left-sided hip pain severe, DJD, right hip pain even though it was replaced, weakness, frequent falls, difficulty with gait, and shortness of breath. The patient has now developed swallowing issues with poor appetite, weight loss of 3.5 pounds since last certification. She is now requiring mechanically soft diet; high risk of aspiration.

The patient has a KPS score of 40%. The patient has now become urine and stool incontinent, wears a diaper all the time, ADL dependence, continues to stay bedbound and sleeps about 18-20 hours a day. Given the patient’s current changes and worsening symptoms associated with her heart disease with shortness of breath and weakness and decreased mentation which is related to hypoperfusion, I believe she remains hospice appropriate and has most likely less than six months to live.
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
