YAKIM, BERYL
Beryl is a 95-year-old woman on hospice currently with history of pulmonary embolus. She also suffers from CVA. It is because of her CVA inactivity that she developed a blood clot and subsequent pulmonary embolus. She also has increased shortness of breath, history of stroke, recurrent TIAs, difficulty swallowing, and decreased appetite. She has had steady decline in her condition since admission to hospice especially in the last month. She lives with her daughter Nancy. Her decline is in the form of decreased mentation, does not remember who she is anymore, loss of memory which is much more severe, KPS score of 40%, weight loss, decreased appetite, bowel and bladder incontinent, ADL dependency, requiring turning now because she is not able to turn herself to reduce pressure on the bones to keep from developing pressure ulcers of course and she is also very weak and no longer able to ambulate with total ADL dependency. The patient continues to remain hospice appropriate with worsening symptoms and condition.
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
