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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION: This is the clinical case of a 72-year-old white female that is followed in the office because of the presence of a nephrotic syndrome that is associated to a glomerulonephritis. We did a kidney biopsy on the 15th of June and the patient has severe disease in which of 23 glomeruli 19 of them were sclerosed and the patient had severe interstitial fibrosis. The estimated GFR is 25 mL/min. The immunofluorescence did not have any staining that was giving us enough information. There was trace of IgA, kappa and lambda. There was no significant staging for IgG or for IgM, C3 or C1q, fibrinogen or albumin. In the electron microscopy, the glomerular basement membranes show mild segmental thickening. Podocytes show signs of injury with segmental microvillous transformation. There is moderate effacement of the foot processes. The endothelial cells are normal. The mesangium shows mild increase in matrix deposition and there were rare subepithelial and intramembranous immune type of electron dense deposits. They are no overt subendothelial or mesangial immune type of electron dense deposits. The diagnosis was focal and segmental glomerulosclerosis likely superimposed post staphylococcal glomerulonephritis with mild arterial and arteriolonephrosclerosis. The patient has been treated with antibiotic therapy. I think that this patient is going to benefit from the administration of the steroids. We are going to consider the administration of Acthar. I know that the patient has osteoporosis. I am going to discuss the biopsy findings with another nephrologist and get the opinion of what will be the ideal treatment for this patient. The patient as well as the daughter were informed of the findings discussed in detail and we are going to see them in one month with laboratory workup.
