CC: Followup on use of prosthesis.
HPI: A 75-year-old status post left BKA about 3+ months ago, he has a fitted prosthesis that he can put on by himself. Staff report that he has been walking around with it and working with PT to build his strength. Seen in his room and he was eating lunch and watching television, made minimal eye contact, gave basic or very brief answers to some basic questions. He makes it known he just wants to be left alone. He has been followed by Epworth Home Health and he wants to discontinue them. He feels that he has made the gain that he has made without their assist.

DIAGNOSES: Left BKA with prosthesis, iron-deficiency anemia, seasonal allergies, COPD, pain management.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.
MEDICATIONS: MiraLAX q.d., Senna-S b.i.d., D3 2000 units q.d., omeprazole 20 mg q.d., FeSO4 q.o.d., NaCl 1 g two tablets t.i.d., Claritin q.d., B12 IM 1000 mcg q. month, ipratropium nebulizer t.i.d.
DIET: Regular, NAS.
CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Frail gentleman sitting, watching television. He makes limited eye contact and did not say anything except to complain when I compressed or checked for edema on his stump.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 145/83, pulse 72, temperature 98.2, respirations 18 and weight 128.8 pounds.
HEENT: He has a receding hairline. Wears corrective lenses. Clear conjunctiva and facial hair.
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MUSCULOSKELETAL: Generalized decreased muscle mass and motor strength, but he is though, I did not observe today, able to walk with his prosthesis.
NEURO: Orientation x2. He can speak when he wants to and make his needs known, he can be abrupt and a bit rude at times.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Left BKA and is learning to walk for periods of time with his prosthesis, knows how to place it on and remove it as well as care for his stump. We will continue with PT and we will discontinue Epworth Home Health.
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
