HPI: A 96-year-old with end-stage vascular dementia and BPSD in the form of a randomly yelling and crying out. When she starts she will just continue. There is no reassuring or soothing her and no preceding or precipitating event. Patient was reclined in Broda chair in the day room with other residents. She was quiet and as I walked through and saw patients at a distance from her she became aware of that and then just started calling out and there was no redirecting her. Currently the patient has ABH gel 125 1 mg/mL and gets 0.5 mL t.i.d routine and has p.r.n. and has Ativan Intensol 2 mg/mL 0.25 mL q.4h p.r.n. The patient is not able to ask for medication. The patient remains total assist and for all ADLs. She is primarily nonverbal with the exception of calling out or crying out. She cannot voice her needs.

DIAGNOSES: End-stage vascular dementia, BPSD in the form of yelling or crying out continually in the absence of anything being wrong that is evident, macular degeneration, HOH, GERD, and HTN.

HOSPICE: Traditions.

DIET: Pureed.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Elderly female appearing chronically ill in her Broader chair looking about randomly and will just start crying or yelling, but there is not anything evidently wrong and she cannot communicate her need. It is difficult to console.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 160/66, pulse 76, temperature 97.1, respirations 18, O2 91% and weight 107.2 pounds.
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MUSCULOSKELETAL: Non-weightbearing. A full transfer assist. No lower extremity edema. Move limbs in a limited range of motion.

Neurologic: Orientation x1. Nonverbal apart from crying out and is dependent on staff for full assist 6 of 6 ADLs.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Increased anxiety. Ativan Intensol 2 mg/mL is increased to 1 mL q6h. routine.

2. Random crying out that is difficult to console. Pain may be part of that issue. Roxanol 0.25 mg routine b.i.d and she has a q.4 p.r.n order and also has ABH gel 125 1 mg mg/mL with 0.5 mL. It is now increased to 1 mL t.i.d. and Depakote sprinkles 500 mg p.o given as one time loading dose and now is 250 mg b.i.d. We will follow up in the next couple of weeks.
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
