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1. BB, is a 13-year-old young man with partial nail avulsion said Dr. Maroney to care by taking the nail off. The patient did well and mother was very happy with the care received.
2. EM, 32-year-old male seen in the emergency room twice for abdominal pain, nausea, vomiting and then for difficulty breathing with anxiety. First time, he had a full workup including CBC, CMP, chest x-ray, urinalysis, and UDS. IV fluids, folic acid, Zofran, and Protonix. His lipase and amylase are within normal limits. His CT and the workup was completely negative. He was sent home with Pepcid. He was sent home at 4 in the afternoon, came back at 9 with anxiety and hard time breathing. They went over his workup again with interpreter once again and was discharged. Today, when I called to check on him, his wife said he is back in the emergency room. So, the workup seems very complete and there were no abnormalities that were missed.
3. HE, a 49-year-old woman with possible rash, back pain, T-spine and L-spine, UCG and HCG were negative. The patient was given Flexeril to take home. Toradol 60 mg. She states the doctor was not good because I needed something better than Flexeril. The workup was negative.

4. EE, 4-year-old with URI. The patient I guess looked so good. They did not do any swab testing. Sent the patient home with supportive care. Mother was happy with the care received.

5. RS, 69-year-old with stomach pain. CBC, CMP, and abdominal CT within normal limits. The patient did not answer the phone. He had diverticulosis and urinary retention and was treated with Protonix.
6. JH, 43-year-old with axillary abscess right side. I&D was performed. Bactrim and doxycycline were given. Since he had a history of MRSA, cultures were sent and no one was available to answer the phone.

7. PV, 76-year-old with cat fight with punctured wound. Tetanus up-to-date. She was placed on Augmentin. She states I give the doctor “20 stars.”

8. RX, is a 51-year-old lady with nausea and migraine headaches. CBC and CMP negative. Urinalysis showed UTI. UDS negative. Lactate and head CT negative. The patient is doing much better and today she was seen by the nurse practitioner and was happy with the care received.

9. LE, 38-year-old male with history of cardiac stent placement in Mississippi comes in with chest pain. Heart rate of 120. Given nitroglycerin and Lopressor IV. Cardiac workup, CBC, CMP, UDS, PT, INR, chest x-ray and EKG were all negative. Diagnosed with panic disorder. The patient sees Dr. Ahmad here in town. Cardiologist was not called given the patient was having chest pain in our facility. MUST CALL CARDIOLOGIST FOR ALL PATIENTS WITH CHEST PAIN OVER 35 YEARS OF AGE.
10. DN, 44-year-old with severe back pain. Left before the patient could be seen. No one answered the phone when I called.
11. DW, 32-year-old is four months pregnant. She could not feel the baby move. CBC and INR were negative. Baby’s heart rate was 155. The patient has a schedule to see her OB. Loved Dr. Maroney she stated.
12. IL, 56-year-old male with recurrent hidradenitis suppurativa. He was treated with clindamycin 300 mg b.i.d. Dermatologist was contacted by the nursing practitioner in the emergency room. The patient was seen by the nurse practitioner and was very happy.

13. DM, 27-year-old works for a facility complaining of ear infection diagnosed with otitis media, otitis externa, was seen by the nurse practitioner. Given Rocephin, cefdinir, and Ciprodex. I asked her how she felt by Dr. Maroney as an ER tech, she said “everyone loves her” as well as the nurse practitioner.

14. BC, is a 63-year-old woman with bronchitis symptoms. COVID was positive. CBC, CMP, and CT negative. NP saw the patient, treated with Tessalon, Paxlovid, and Zofran. Doing great. Feeling great. Happy with the care.

15. RJ, 67-year-old woman who fell at home complaining of headache. CT of the head negative. CBC, CMP, UDS, and alcohol level negative. She did sustain a head contusion and scalp laceration which were treated with staples. She is doing well today. Happy with the care received.
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16. MD, 33-year-old woman seen with shortness of breath, weakness, and status post gastric bypass a couple of years ago. The patient was treated with B12, thiamine, and potassium 2.3. They treated her with IV potassium. She did not want to stay for a repeat potassium and/or observation. Consider checking magnesium in case of low potassium and consider checking the potassium before discharge. They tried to give her p.o. potassium, but she could not tolerate it. So, she was switched to IV. Nevertheless, she was happy with the care, she is going to get her potassium checked later per her PCP.

17. JL, 54-year-old woman fell at home, complains of left knee pain, left shoulder pain, diagnosed with left greater tuberosity fracture. Ortho was called. CBC and UDS negative. Sent home with tramadol. Given Norco 10/325 mg in the emergency room x1. She was happy with the care received. 

18. JJ, 45-year-old with back pain, right leg pain, history of COPD, and status post fall over the dog. CT of the chest negative except for fracture. There were some nodules seen that he is going to follow up with his PCP. Given Norco in the emergency room and the phone number that was left was the bad number. So I did not get a chance to speak to the patient.
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
