HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: A 34-year-old female presents to the clinic for a medication refill, Suboxone refill. The patient reports no changes in mood or behaviors. PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: She does have a past history of opioid dependency. 

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: No surgeries.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Everything was negative minus what the patient was requesting for. 
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient was in no acute distress. She was alert and oriented.
HEENT: Eyes: PERRLA. Pharynx was normal. No signs of dehydration.

NECK: Full range of motion. No thyroid nodules noted.
RESPIRATORY: Breath sounds within normal limits. No wheezing, rales or rhonchi. No respiratory distress.

CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm. S1 and S2 present. No murmurs or gallops noted.

ABDOMEN: Nontender and nondistended.
BACK: Within normal limits.

EXTREMITIES: The upper extremities and lower extremities had full range of motion. Appearance within normal limits.

NEURO: The patient was oriented x 4. Cranial nerves II through X grossly intact. Sensation as well as mood and affect were within normal limits. 
SKIN: No lesions and was warm and intact.

PROGRESS FOR THE PATIENT: No changes in lifestyle choices or status. 
She reports no reaction to the medication and requests a refill at this time. Her drug test in clinic was positive for BUP, negative for any other illegal substances. Refilled her prescription in the clinic.

DISPOSITION: Home in stable condition.
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
