Dear Disability Determination Service:

Mr. Powe comes in to the Detroit Office for a complete ophthalmologic examination. He states that he has difficulties with work-related activities because of a loss of vision. He has a history of glaucoma and states that he lost vision with the right eye many years ago. He was last examined in this office approximately four years ago and he was noted to have a mature cataract on the right side and corneal scarring on the right side with an absence of vision on the right side. As well, he was noted to have elevated intraocular pressures on both sides. He claims that since the last visit there has been no change with his vision with either eye.

On examination, the best corrected visual acuity is no light perception on the right side and 20/70 on the left side. This is with a spectacle correction of balance on the right and plano –0.50 x 053 on the left. The near acuity with an ADD of +2.25 measures 20/50 on the left side at 14 inches. The near vision on the right side continues to be no light perception. The pupil on the right side could not be visualized. The pupil on the left side is round and reactive. There is an afferent defect on the right side as measured in reverse. The muscle balance shows a right-sided exotropia. The muscle movements are smooth and full. The intraocular pressures measured with a Tono-Pen measures 58 on the right and 19 on the left. The slit lamp examination shows dense edema to the cornea on the right side with bulging. The haze prevents a view to the posterior structures. On the left side, the anterior chamber is quiet and the media show only mild nuclear sclerosis. The fundus examination is not available on the right side because of the anterior segment opacification. On the left side, the cup-to-disc ratio is 0.85. There are no hemorrhages. The eyelids are remarkable.

Visual field testing utilizing a kinetic test with a III4e stimulus shows the absence of a visual field on the right side and 18 degrees of horizontal field on the left side. The reliability parameters are borderline on the left.

Assessment:
1. Corneal edema, right eye.

2. Glaucoma.

Mr. Powe has clinical findings that are consistent with a loss of vision on the right side and the constriction of the visual field on the left side. Based upon these findings, one would expect him to have difficulties avoiding hazards in his environment. As well, he cannot read small print nor distinguish between small objects. His prognosis for the right eye is poor. His prognosis for the left eye is guarded.
