History: Ms. Amazuwon was seen today. She is a 75-year-old African American female with hypertension, hyperlipidemia, osteoarthritis, and osteopenia and is planning to have some tooth removal done. It is very strange that the dentist is asking what antibiotic I could use. I have tried to fill out the form to the best of my ability and I let him know that either amoxicillin or Cleocin is used prior to dental work, but that he should be writing the prescription and not me. I discussed with the patient she should not go for extensive procedures if those teeth are not giving the problems, as because of osteopenia if the plate does not fit right she will be left without any teeth. The patient states she understands that and she is happy that I discussed this with her. We will fax the note to the dentist along with med list and also the dentist asked if she could get a holiday from Fosamax and it is okay with me. The patient told me she tried to lift several water bottles from her car and take it inside and then caused her back to hurt and also somebody was fixing her gate and they stabilized it with two bricks and she moved the bricks that caused her back to hurt. She wanted Tylenol No.3. I let her know I cannot do okay for surgery if I am giving her any Tylenol No.3; she opted not to take the Tylenol No.3 and will just use Advil. The patient was walking without any walker and was walking upright and did not seem to be in any distress. An EKG was done that shows sinus bradycardia and med list as well as current labs will be sent to the dentist.
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
