History: Ms. Gianna Castillo is a 20-year-old petite-appearing female who is here with a chief complaint of attention deficit disorder. She states she even had this problem when she was younger in high school. She states she was under care of Dr. Dhaduk who referred her here. She is single. Her menstrual periods are regular. She has an older brother. She finished high school, but did not go to college. Currently, she is working as a porter at Sterling Subaru, auto dealer. My staff told me that the appointment for her was made by her mother and I saw the mother walk-in with the patient to the appointment, but was sitting in the waiting room. I talked to the patient initially and asked her if she would want me to talk to her mother too because she seems to be a concerned mother and the patient then went out and called her mother and I talked to both of them that in our evaluation we do labs, urine drug screen, EKG and a complete CNSVS testing. She states about six weeks ago she felt there was a chemical imbalance, started feeling anxiety and depression. She saw Dr. Daftarian who prescribed her escitalopram and Wellbutrin. The patient has no suicidal ideations. The patient’s mother stated she was in a lot of hurry and we will get EKG done when she comes for CNSVS. They were okay if I was not going to refill any medicine with them.

Physical exam is normal as in the chart.

The Patient’s Problems:

1. Attention deficit disorder.

2. Anxiety.

3. Major depression. The patient has been on medicines for anxiety and depression barely for six weeks from Dr. Daftarian
