ALLERGIES: PENICILLIN and SHELLFISH.
COVID IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.
SOCIAL HISTORY: His wife of many years died three years ago. He has seven children altogether. He used to be in landscaping business, .but now lives alone. He used to have a *__________* but has lost his provider. He never smoked, but he used to drink alcohol and he does not do that any more.

FAMILY HISTORY: Father died of colon cancer with liver disease. Mother COPD and asthma.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient has become more forgetful. He has had more swelling of his lower extremity. He is quite weak. He has a hard time walking from his walker to the bed. He is short of breath having difficulty sleeping. He has lost about five to seven pounds. He has issues with constipation.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 150/95. Pulse 88. Respirations 18. He is afebrile.

HEENT: TMs are clear. 
LUNGS: Few rhonchi.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2 with S3 gallop. 
ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: No rash.

EXTREMITIES: Lower extremity shows 1+ edema. 
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN: 
1. Here we have 65-year-old gentleman with endstage atherosclerotic heart disease. The patient has become more short of breath. He has had weakness. He is bladder incontinent because of his history of bladder cancer status post radiation and chemo. He has become more forgetful with sundowner syndrome, difficulty sleeping. Most importantly, he is more short of breath. He is weak. He has lost 5 to 7 pounds and having issues with performing ADL. 
2. The patient is in desperate need of provider services since he lives alone. Hospice will provide him a care that he needs for the end of his life and to be able to keep him living independently in his apartment if he is no longer able to.
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
