The patient presents with sores on body, neck, chest, and arm slightly pruritic for the past few days. Mother denies bites.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory. 
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Old lesions measuring 2.5 cm to the right posterolateral neck, anterior upper chest and right arm with raised border and central discoloration. Neurological: Within normal limits.

IMPRESSION: Apparent tinea corporis, possible insect bite.

PLAN: Culture was obtained from the lesion. The patient was given prescription for Lotrisone to apply daily with followup if not clearing in the next few days.
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
