Dear Dr. Neal & Professional Colleagues,
Mr. Thomas Wayne Holman contacted my office today in followup for a referral by Dr. Neal for neurological evaluation in Oroville/Chico.

The medical records kindly provided for review and the clinical history is that she suffered an exacerbation of her underlying breakthrough epilepsy suffering up to six seizures per day.

By his report, she was hospitalized at UC Davis with readjustment of her anticonvulsant regimen and an increase of the second medication zonisamide as above.
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Since her hospitalization and discharge more than two weeks ago, she has had no further seizures.
She is already scheduled for followup at UC Davis with the results of her video EEG, PET imaging in consideration for epilepsy surgery evaluation.
I had a prolonged discussion with Mr. Holman today on the phone.
At this time, it does not appear that my office would necessarily have anything to add to her concurrent care and evaluation for which she is already scheduled for followup appointment in September.
I have asked him to contact my office again should she suffer any additional breakthrough seizures of which we would then schedule an appointment.
