Dear Disability Determination Service:

Mr. Vasquez comes in to the Detroit Office for a complete ophthalmologic examination. He states that he has difficulties with work-related activities because of a loss of vision. He has a history of uveitic glaucoma having had severe exacerbations of his disease approximately eight years ago. He has a history of working as a cook and in landscaping, but states that he has not been able to work for over seven years because of the loss of vision. He states that he lost his peripheral vision and all of his vision out of the right side. This became most noticeable in 2015. He has a history of undergoing glaucoma tube surgery on the left side in December 2017. As well, he had the right eye removed a few years after that because it was a blind painful eye. Currently, he uses brimonidine and latanoprost drops on the left side.

On examination, the right side is examined and found to have a closed anophthalmic orbit. There is no prosthesis in place. Vision on the right side is no light perception at distance and near. Vision on the left side measures 20/400 at distance and near with a correction of plano and an ADD of +2.00. The pupil on the left side is round, but sluggish. The confrontation visual field is constricted on the left side. The muscle movements are smooth and full. The slit lamp examination shows an Ahmed tube implant in good position, superiorly. The anterior chamber is deep and quiet. There is mild pigment on the anterior lens capsule. There is 2+ nuclear sclerosis to the lens. The fundus examination shows a cup-to-disc ratio of 0.95 with the cup extending to the rim inferiorly. There are no hemorrhages. There is no edema. The eyelids show mild ptosis on the right side.

Visual field testing utilizing a Goldman-type kinetic field machine shows the absence of a visual field on the right side and a small constricted visual field on the left side of approximately 3 degrees.

Assessment:
1. Glaucoma, advanced stage, left eye.

2. Anophthalmous, right side.

Mr. Vasquez has clinical findings that are consistent with the measured visual acuity and constriction of the visual fields. Based upon these findings, one would expect him to have difficulties performing the visual tasks required in the work environment. He cannot read small or moderate size print, he cannot use a computer, he cannot avoid hazards in his environment, and he cannot distinguish between small objects. His prognosis is poor.
