Dear Disability Determination Service:

Ms. Attareb comes in to the Detroit Office for a complete ophthalmologic examination. She has a history of glaucoma having undergone multiple surgeries in both eyes since her earliest recollection. She has surgery for glaucoma and she has surgery for strabismus. Currently, she is a student having just graduated from high school. She uses brimonidine, latanoprost, and Cosopt drops in both eyes. She does not provide a history of difficulties functioning in the classroom.

On examination, the best-corrected visual acuity is 20/20 on right and 20/40 on the left. This is with a spectacle correction of plano –4.25 x 020 on the right and –11.00 –3.75 x 180 on the left. The near acuity through the distance correction measures 20/30 on the right and 20/50 on the left at 14 inches. The pupils are equally reactive and round. The muscle balance is orthophoric. The extraocular muscle movements are smooth and full. Applanation pressures are 15 on the right and 23 on the left. The slit lamp examination shows bilateral tube shunts, superiorly. The lens on the right side is clear and anterior chamber is quiet. On the left side, there is a small area of posterior synechiae, inferiorly. There is pigment on the anterior lens capsule with mild fibrosis. The fundus examination shows a cup-to-disc ratio of 0.3 on the right and 0.8 on the left. There are no hemorrhages. There is no edema. The eyelids are unremarkable.

Visual field testing utilizing a Goldman-type field machine with a kinetic III4e stimulus shows 129 degrees of horizontal field on the right and 103 degrees of horizontal field on the left. Confrontation visual fields are full on each side.

Assessment:
1. Glaucoma.

2. Myopia with astigmatism.

3. Cataract, left eye.

Ms. Attareb has clinical findings that are consistent with a history of glaucoma. Based upon these findings, she should be able to perform the visual tasks required in the classroom and in the work environment. She can read small print, distinguish between small objects, use a computer, and avoid hazards in her environment. She does not have exophthalmos and the cataract on the left side is only mildly visually significant. However, there is a possibility that her vision would improve with cataract surgery on the left side. Nevertheless, her prognosis is stable.
