HISTORY: This is a 31-year-old gentleman here for DOT physical.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient has congenital flexion deformity of his wrist with some hypotrophic scars around his wrist, however, he has good strength in that extremity and he can complete circular motion, range of motion in all directions required for driving his vehicle.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

HEENT: Normal.
NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmur. No peripheral edema or cyanosis.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender. No organomegaly. No rebound. No guarding. No peritoneal signs.

SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules or papules. No vesicles or bullae.

EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion of upper and lower extremities. No discomfort with range of motion. He bears weight well with no antalgic gait.

NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x 3. Cranial nerves II through X are normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.

ASSESSMENT:
1. DOT physical.

The following tests were done in the clinic today. Urinalysis revealed trace protein. All others were negative.
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Visual Acuity:

Left 20/15

Right 20/15.

Both: 20/15

Hearing test 20 in all fields.

The patient’s peripheral vision is approximately 116 and 120 degree respectively.

The patient has been driving DOT for a while many years now with this congenital deformity without waiver. His condition does not appear severe enough for waiver. His DOT physical was signed and authorized for the next two years.
